Herkimer, New York—The vision of long-time Ilion resident and Remington Arms employee Robert H. Wood who 
wanted to promote an enjoyment of and appreciation for classical music has become a generous reality for the Mohawk 
Valley. The Herkimer County College Foundation, along with HCCC, proudly announce the special performance of the 
Kronos Quartet and the availability of tickets for it.  
 
The Kronos Quartet will perform at Herkimer County Community College’s Sarkus-Busch Theater at 8:00 p.m. on Friday, 
October 12.

For more than 30 years, the Kronos Quartet has pursued a singular artistic vision, combining a spirit of fearless 
exploration with a commitment to expanding the range and context of the string quartet. In the process, Kronos has 
become one of the most celebrated and influential groups of our time, performing thousands of concerts worldwide, 
releasing more than 40 recordings of extraordinary breadth and creativity, collaborating with many of the world's most 
eclectic composers and performers, and commissioning hundreds of works and arrangements for string quartet. Kronos' 
work has also garnered numerous awards, including a Grammy for Best Chamber Music Performance (2004) and 
"Musicians of the Year" (2003) from Musical America. 
 
The Robert H. Wood Great Artists Series will sponsor at least two annual classical music performances at the College or 
other community location to bring together residents of all ages to enjoy high-caliber classical concerts. Because of Mr. 
Wood’s affiliation with and love for the Ilion community, the HCC Foundation will arrange for free transportation for 
Ilion High School students to make their attendance possible at Robert H. Wood Great Artists Series concerts, instilling 
an appreciation for classical and semi-classical string music performances at young ages. 
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
