For this assignment, use the bibliographic record from Assignment #1.

The research process includes acknowledging those who created the information, commonly referred to
as citing a source. The citation informs the reader about the source(s) used by the author of a particular
work. Citations provide essential information- author(s), title and publication information to identify
and locate a source. There are various citation styles available to cite sources.

The Modern Language Association (MLA) style is used by writers in the Humanities fields such as:
archaeology and classical studies, folklore, history, language and literature, performing arts, philosophy,
religion and theology and related subjects.

The American Psychological Association (APA) style is used by many writers and researchers in the
Social Science areas, such as: criminology and criminal justice, political science, psychology and
psychiatry, sociology and social work and related fields of study.

For this assignment, use either the APA style or the MLA style format as given below. Choose the style
format based upon the subject matter of your bibliographic record.
