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For one thing, it is worth recognizing that a library is not just a warehouse  for
books; it is a physical representation of a set of cultural values that have
accumulated over thousands of years. Libraries salvaged and preserved Western
civilization; they have been a hub for intellectual exchange, a ladder of social
mobility, and a promise of continuity from one generation to the next. It is not
mere courtesy that causes peopleto become silent in the library, as they do in a
church: Libraries are sacred places. That reverence for learning embodied in a
physical space is not something we should squander lightly, even though what's
inside that building may have to change and adapt to new conditions, much as
churches have adapted new music and styles of preaching without abandoning
the core values of their traditions.
