Before receiving a Federal Direct Student Loan , first time
student borrowers at HCCC must complete an Entrance
Counseling Session online. This provides useful tips and
tools to help you understand your loan responsibilities,
interest rates and repayment options.

Students can access this session online at www.dl.ed.gov,
by clicking on Entrance & Exit Counseling, selecting
Entrance Counseling, and completing the Stafford Loan
Tutorial and Quiz.

The session takes approximately 20 -30 minutes to
complete. Students must continue the session until they
receive a confirmation message. Students that have not
completed the session or received a confirmation message
will need to retake the Entrance Counseling Session.

Once the session is completed an electronic confirmation is
sent to HCCC within 2 -3 business days.

The school is unable to disburse a student loan until the
Entrance Counseling requirement is completed.

Promissory Note (MPN). By signing the MPN, students agree to pay back any Federal Direct Student Loans
they received to pay for their education.

Summer Financial Aid

Classes begin May 24, 2010

Financial Aid for the summer session is only available for eligible HCCC students that were matriculated
prior to the Summer 2010 semester, and are in good academic standing. _ To be matriculated the student
must be pursuing a degree from HCCC. Eligibility for summer aid is explained below. To be considered

for any federal financial aid for the summer session, students must complete an HCCC 2010 Summer
Financial Aid Application _and have a completely processed 2009-2010 FAESA in our Financial Aid Office
by June 30, 2010.

Direct Loans can be awarded to students who have not used all of their loan eligibility during the 2009 -
2010 academic year, and are enrolled for at least 6 credit hours during the summer session.

Pell Grants are available to students that meet one of the following criteria.
e Students that were part time or attended college for only one of the academic semesters.
e Students that were full time both academic semesters, and are enrolled for at least 6 credit
hours during the summer session.

New York State Aid (TAP) is available to students attending at least 6 credit hours that have earned at
least 12 credit hours in each of the previous 2 semesters at HCCC.  Students must file the 2010 -2011
FAFSA to be considered for TAP.
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
